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Selecting The Correct Screen Size

Rule of thumb: The height of the screen should be 17% of the distance from the screen
to the last row of seats. After the height is established, the width of the screen will be
determined by the desired aspect ratio. A larger screen may be more desirable for
displaying fine detail.

The first row of seats should be at least two screen heights away from the screen.

The bottom of the screen should be at least 42" from the floor. In the case of high
ceilings be sure to specify extra drop so that the bottom of the screen is the desired
distance from the floor.

For best visibility the viewing angle should not exceed 50 degrees from the screen

centerline. . . .
